• It was 20th-century American critic John Leonard 
who made the following sage observation: “To be 
capable of embarrassment is the beginning of moral 
consciousness. Honor grows from qualms.”
• You’ve probably never heard of the Spanish village 
of Lijar, located in the south of that country. This 
village, though, was involved in a nearly 100-year war 
that lasted well into the 20th century. It seems that in 
1883, Alfonso XII, the king of Spain, made a state visit 
to Paris and received a less-than-royal welcome. Led 
by mayor Don Miguel Garcia Saez, the citizens of Lijar, 
after hearing that their monarch had been insulted and 
possible accosted by mobs, declared war on France. 
Though there were no casualties — not even any 
gunfi re — the war lasted until 1981. That was when 
the town council ruled that it would end hostilities with 
France thanks to the warm welcome King Juan Carlos 
of Spain received in France in 1976.
• The town of Adamant, Vermont, was once named 
Sodom. The townspeople voted to change the name in 
1905.
• You probably know that the iconic fi lm “Rocky” 
starred Sylvester Stallone in the leading role, but you 
might not be aware of the fact that he wrote the script, 
as well. The sale of the rights to the script came just in 
time; he had a total of $106 in his bank account and was 
trying to sell his dog for lack of the means to feed it.
• The fi rst portable computer was made available to 
the public in 1975. In this instance, however, “portable” 
was used as a relative term; the IBM 5100 weighed 55 
pounds.
• Only 5% of American men report that they feel satis-
fi ed with their looks. With women, it’s only 1%.
• Madame Tussaud started creating her famous wax 
fi gures in 1777 and created many models during the 
French Revolution. She traveled around Europe dis-
playing wax fi gures (both the ones she created and 
ones she inherited from her mentor), and she opened 
her fi rst museum in London in 1831. Today there are 
branches located in the United Kingdom, Amsterdam, 
Hong Kong, Shanghai, Vienna, Moscow, Bangkok, 
Dubai, Berlin and Hamburg, plus fi ve U.S. locations. 
It’s appropriate that there are more locations in Amer-
ican than in any other country, since so many Holly-
wood celebrities are recreated in the museums. In fact, 
in 2006, Shiloh, Brad Pitt and Angelina Jolie’s baby, be-
came the fi rst infant to be memorialized in wax for Ma-
dame Tussauds.
• In the winter of 1932, Niagara Falls froze solid.
• It’s not clear why, but a duck’s quack doesn’t create 
echoes.
• In 2008, a study was conducted in the United King-
dom to determine what, if any, effect the consumption 
of tomatoes had on the human body’s reaction to sun 
exposure. The university students enrolled in the study 
who consumed the equivalent of about fi ve tomatoes 
per day were 33 percent less likely to get sunburned 
than those who ate no tomatoes.

WHAT DOES IT TAKE?
Read: Genesis 2:1-7

Six days you shall do your work, and on the 
seventh day you shall rest. —Exodus 23:12

Today’s technology allows some people to work 
24/7. We can bring our work home or take it on va-
cation. Work is ever-present with us—except when 
the electricity goes off.
An ice storm last winter covered several states in a 
thick glasslike glaze. Trees and branches fell, block-
ing roads and keeping people home. Power lines fell, 
leaving people in cold darkness, unable to accom-
plish anything that required electricity.
Whenever something like this inter rupts my life, I 
realize how impor tant my own work is to me. W ith-
out it, I feel unimportant, unproductive, and useless. 
But God doesn’t want work to be that impor tant to 
us, and we shouldn’t need a power outage to get us 
to stop. In the Old Testament, God had a plan for get-
ting His people to stop and pay attention to Him. It 
was called Sabbath. On the seventh day of the week, 
they were to stop their work (Ex. 23:12).
Although New T estament believers ar en’t required 
to keep this law , rest is still impor tant. Practicing a 
day of rest can keep us from the faulty belief that our 
work is more important than God’s.
What does it take to make you stop and pay attention 
to God?

He gives me work that I may seek His rest,
He gives me strength to meet the hardest test;

And as I walk in providential grace,
I fi nd that joy goes with me, at God’s pace.
